DPWis in the second year @in effort to control the invasive Japanese Knotwdeds a fast growing, aggressive
invasive plant species that can be incredibly damaging to the environment, both natural and manmade.

Japanese Knotweed plants are replacing native plants; covering guardrails, fire hydrants, roads signs; and art
interfering with storm water flow in roadside ditches. Eradication of the Japanese Knotweed is done by chemit
treating the affected areas the late summer/early fall. Treatment areas schedule for 2020 can be seen on the
